Title: Ordinance No. 624-AC Amending Chapter 14, Article Ill, Entitled “Graffiti
Prohibition and Removal”, in the Needles Municipal Code

Background: On April 23, 2019, City Council gave direction to staff to draft an
ordinance to provide additional enforcement tools to protect public and private property
from acts of vandalism and defacement, including the application of graffiti on privately
and publicly owned walls and structures.

Vandalism, whether graffiti or damage or destruction of public property, costs the City of
Needles thousands of dollars each year.

City staff and members of the San Bernardino Sheriff's Department reviewed the amended
Ordinance. The Sheriff's Department indicated its support for the proposed Ordinance and
remedies. Currently, the Sheriff's Department follows the criminal justice process to protect
against vandalism and graffiti; this includes imprisonment and fines, and the City can seek
restitution when harmed. It is agreed that the preferred response is for the District Attorney’s
Office, in coordination with the Sheriff's Department, to continue to take the lead in addressing
incidents of graffiti in the City. However, the City maintains the option to pursue such matters in
its discretion.

The City intends to increase its education effort through the schools, media and other forms of
outreach, of the serious remedies for graffiti under State and local law.

This Ordinance establishes three (3) remedies for graffiti:

o Criminal Penalties: Any violation of this article shall be a misdemeanor
punishable by either six months in jail, a one-thousand-dollar fine, or by such fine and
imprisonment, and by the performance of community service in the form of graffiti
cleanup to the maximum extent permitted by California Penal Code Section 594 and/or
any other provision of law.

e Civil Remedies: A violation of any of the provisions of this article shall
constitute a nuisance and may be abated by the City through the civil process by means
of restraining order, preliminary or permanent injunction, or in any other manner provided
by law for the abatement of such nuisance. This also includes costs recovery.

° Administrative Remedies: A violation of any of the provisions of this
article shall constitute a nuisance and may be abated by the City through administrative
proceedings as provided in this Chapter 14 and Chapter 2A of the City’s Municipal Code
and other applicable law as may be amended from time to time. City may, at its
discretion, issue administrative citations and fines as set forth in the City’s Municipal
Code.

Other notable provisions:

> “Abatement and Related Administrative Costs” is defined as all City costs associated with
damage caused by graffiti, including but not limited to court costs, attorney’s fees, cost of
removal of graffiti or other inscribed material, cost of repair and replacement of property defaced
by graffiti that cannot be removed cost effectively, and law enforcement time incurred by or
charged to the City for identifying and apprehending the person(s) who caused the graffiti.

> Included restrictions on aerosol paint containers and felt-tip markers for sale to minors.

» Possession of spray actuator for the purpose of graffiti is prohibited.

» Minors and responsible adults are jointly and several liable for costs.

» Hearing procedures for purpose of contesting costs before the City Manager.

> In the event the costs are not paid, the City may file a Graffiti Nuisance Abatement Lien
against the property or, in the alternative, collect the amount outstanding as a special
assessment.

Fiscal Impact: Recover costs for staff time and property damage from vandalism.

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ORDINANCE NUMBER 624-AC

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF NEEDLES, CALIFORNIA, AMENDING CHAPTER 14, ARTICLE IIl,
ENTITLED “GRAFFITI PROHIBITION AND REMOVAL”, IN THE NEEDLES MUNICIPAL
CODE

WHEREAS, vandalism, whether graffiti or damage or destruction of public property, costs the
City of Needles thousands of dollars each year; and

WHEREAS, the City’'s operating policy is to immediately correct or repair the damage and
report it to law enforcement for prosecution; and

WHEREAS, City Council, at the April 23, 2019, meeting gave direction to staff to draft an
ordinance to provide additional enforcement tools to protect public and private property from
acts of vandalism and defacement, including the application of graffiti on privately and publicly
owned walls and structures; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice for the City Council meeting was published in the Needles
Desert Star on June 26, 2019, posted in two conspicuous locations; and

WHEREAS, on July 9, 2019, the City Council held a duly noticed and advertised a public
hearing to receive oral and written testimony relative to the amendment to the Needles
Municipal Code (NMC); and

WHEREAS, said public hearing was continued to August 13, 2019 and further continued to
September 10, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the Needles City Council has sufficiently considered all testimony and any
documentary evidence presented to them in order to make the following determination:

SECTION 1. CEQA. Pursuant to Section 15060(c)(2) of the California CEQA
Guidelines, adoption of the subject Ordinance will not result in a direct or reasonably
foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment and therefore is not subject to CEQA.
Additionally, pursuant to Section 15060(c)(3) the activity is not a “project’” as defined in
Section 15378 because it has no potential for resulting in physical change to the environment,
directly or indirectly.

SECTION 2. Severability. The City Council hereby declares that if any provision,
section, paragraph, sentence, or word of this Ordinance is rendered or declared to be invalid or
unconstitutional by any final court action in a court of competent jurisdiction, or by reason of
any preemptive legislation, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions, sections,
paragraphs, sentences, or words of this Ordinance, and to this end the provisions of this
Ordinance are severable. The City Council declares that it would have adopted this Ordinance
irrespective of the invalidity of any particular portion thereof and intends that the invalid
portions should be severed and the balance of the Ordinance enforced.





SECTION 3. Prosecution of Prior Ordinances. Neither the adoption of this
Ordinance nor the repeal of any other ordinance of this City shall in any manner affect the
prosecution of any violation of any City ordinance or provision of the City of Needles Municipal
Code, committed prior to the effective date hereof, nor be construed as a waiver of any penalty
or the penal provisions applicable to any violation thereof.

SECTION 4. Chapter 14, Article lll. GRAFFITI PROHIBITION AND REMOVAL. The
City Council hereby repeals Chapter 14, Article Il “Graffiti Prohibition and Removal” from the
City of Needles Municipal Code and replaces it as set forth in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and
incorporated herein by this reference.

SECTION 5. Publication. The City Clerk shall certify to the adoption of this Ordinance
and shall cause the same to be published pursuant to state law within fifteen (15) days after
its passage, and this Ordinance shall become effective thirty (30) days after its passage.

SECTION 6. Effective Date. This action shall become final and effective 30 days after
this decision by the City Council as provided by the Needles City Code.

EXHIBIT “A”
to Ordinance No. 624-AC

Article 1ll. Graffiti Prohibition and Removal.

Sec. 14-55. Purpose and intent. The City Council of the City hereby specifically finds that
Graffiti on public property is a blighting factor which not only depreciates the value of the
property which has been the target of such vandalism but also depreciates the value of the
adjacent and surrounding properties so as to create a negative impact upon the entire City.

California Government Code section 53069.3 authorizes the City, under certain
circumstances, to provide for the removal of Graffiti and other inscribed materials from private
as well as public property. The Council finds and determines that Graffiti is obnoxious and a
public nuisance and unless the City causes it to be removed from public and private property, it
tends to remain. Other properties then become the target of Graffiti with the result that entire
neighborhoods are affected and become less desirable places in which to be. Graffiti also has
been found to be a means of identification utilized by gangs and its presence may encourage
further gang-related activities.

It is the purpose and intent of the City Council, through the adoption of the ordinance
codified in this article, to provide additional enforcement tools to protect public and private
property from acts of vandalism and defacement, including the application of Graffiti on
privately and publicly owned walls and structures. Such acts are hostile to and destructive of
the rights and values of private property owners as well as the total community. It is the further
intent of the City Council, through the adoption of the ordinance codified in this article, to
provide notice to all of those who disregard the property rights of others, that the law
enforcement agencies of the City, the sheriff's department and the district attorney's office, will
strictly enforce the law and vigorously prosecute those persons engaged in the defacement of
public and private properties.

Government Code sections 38772, 38773.2, and 38773.6 authorize cities to adopt
ordinances making the expense of abating Graffiti caused by certain Minors (1) a personal
obligation of the Minor and of the parents or guardians having custody and control of the
Minor, and (2) a lien or special assessment against property of the Minor and property of the
parents or guardians having custody and control of the Minor. Welfare and Institutions Code
section 742.14 authorizes cities to adopt ordinances electing to have the probation officer of
the county recoup for it, through juvenile court proceedings in accordance with Welfare and
Institutions Code section 742.16, its costs associated with Graffiti damage caused by certain
Minors. Among other things, this chapter is intended to implement such statutory provisions.
(Ord. No. 432-AC, (part).) '

Sec. 14-56. Definitions. As used in this article, the following words and phrases shall have the
“meanings ascribed to them in this section:

“‘Abatement and Related Administrative Costs” means all City costs associated with
damage caused by Graffiti, including but not limited to court costs, attorney’s fees, cost of

removal of Graffiti or other inscribed material, cost of repair and replacement of property
defaced by Graffiti that cannot be removed cost effectively, and law enforcement time incurred
by or charged to the City for identifying and apprehending the person(s) who caused the
Graffiti.

"Aerosol Paint Containers" means any aerosol container which is adapted or made for
the purpose of spraying paint or other substance capable of defacing property.

"Felt Tip Marker" means any tipped style marker or similar implement with a tip which at
its broadest width, is one-eighth inch or greater.

"Graffit" means any inscription, word, figure, or design that is marked, etched,
scratched, drawn, painted, pasted or otherwise affixed to or on any surface, regardless of the
nature of the material of that structural component, to the extent the same was not authorized
in advance by the owner thereof, or, despite advance authorization, is otherwise deemed by
the City Council to be a public nuisance.

"Graffiti Implement" means any implement capable of marking a surface to create
Graffiti including, but not limited to, Aerosol Paint Containers, Paint Sticks, felt-tip markers or
marking pens, marking instruments, drill bits, grinding stones, scribes, glass cutters, or etching
tools, or other similar implements capable of scarring glass, metal, concrete, stucco, wood or
similar surfaces.

“Minor” has the same meaning as specified in Government Code Section 38772.

‘Owner’'s Representative” means any person or entity expressly authorized by the
owner of any property to permit another person to place inscriptions, words, figures or designs
upon such property, or any person or entity in lawful possession of any property, whose right of
possession includes the authority to permit or allow inscriptions, words, figures or designs to
be placed upon such property.

“Paint Stick” means a device containing a solid form of paint, wax, epoxy or other similar
substance capable of being applied to a surface by pressure and, upon application, leaving a
mark.

“Spray Actuator” (also known as a “spray tip,” “nozzle” or “button”) means an object
which is capable of being attached to Aerosol Paint Containers for the purpose of spraying the
substance contained therein '

Sec. 14-57. Unlawful to Apply Graffiti. It shall be unlawful for any person to apply Graffiti to any
trees or structures including, but not limited to, buildings, walls, fences, poles and signs
("structures” hereinafter in this article), located within the City. It shall also be unlawful for any
person to apply or affix any adhesive backed label, sticker, "bumper sticker" or similar item, to
any tree or structure not owned or lawfully possessed by such person. (Ord. No. 432-AC,

(part).)

Sec. 14-58. Minors Prohibited from Possession Graffiti Implements.
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(a) Possession of Graffiti Implements by Minors Prohibited. It shall be unlawful for
any person under the age of eighteen years to have in his or her possession any Graffiti
implement while upon public property or upon private property without the consent of the
owner of such private property whose consent to such possession and presence is given in
writing in advance. This provision shall not apply to the possession of Felt Tip Markers by
Minors attending or traveling to or from a school at which the Minor is enrolled, if the Minor is
participating in a class at said school which formally requires the possession of such Felt Tip
Markers. The burden of proof in any prosecution for violation of this section shall be upon the
Minor student to establish the need to possess a Felt Tip Marker. (Ord. No. 432-AC, (part).)

(b)  Aerosol Paint Containers and Felt-Tip Markers—Sale to Persons Under Eighteen
Years of Age Prohibited.

(1) No person shall sell or cause to be sold to any person under the age of
eighteen years any Aerosol Paint Containers or Felt Tip Marker.

(2) Evidence that a person, his or her employee, or agent, demanded and
was shown bona fide evidence of majority and acted upon such evidence of majority in a
transaction or sale shall be a defense to any criminal prosecution thereof.

(3)  Any person who owns, manages, or operates a place of business wherein
Aerosol Paint Containers and Felt Tip Markers are sold shall post in a conspicuous place a
sign in letters at least three-eighths of an inch high stating: “Any person who maliciously
defaces real or personal property with paint or any other liquid is guilty of vandalism which is
punishable by a fine, imprisonment, or both.”

(c) Storage and Display of Aerosol Paint Containers and Felt Tip Markers. Every
person who owns, conducts, operates or manages a retail commercial establishment selling
Aerosol Paint Containers, or Felt Tip Markers or marker pens and Paint Sticks, or similar
Graffiti Implements shall store or cause such containers or pens to be stored in an area
viewable by, but not accessible to, the public in the regular course of business without an
employee assistance, pending legal sale or disposition of such containers or pens. It is the
intent of this section to permit, but not to require, the viewing of Aerosol Paint Containers and
Felt Tip Markers or marker pens and Paint Sticks or similar Graffiti Implements while they are
stored or displayed pending retail sale.

Sec. 14-59. Possession of Graffiti Implements Prohibited in Designated Public Places. It shall
be unlawful for any person to have in his or her possession any Graffiti Implement while in any
public park, playground, swimming pool, recreational facility, or while in or within ten feet of an
underpass, bridge abutment, storm drain, or other similar type of infrastructure not normally
used by the public, except as may be authorized by the City. (Ord. No. 432-AC, (part).)

Sec. 14-59.1. Possession of Spray Actuator Prohibited. It shall be unlawful for any person to
possess any Spray Actuator, as defined in herein, for the purpose of defacing, marking or
damaging any public or privately-owned property without the express consent of the owner of
such property or the Owner’s Representative






Sec. 14-60. Graffiti Removal Provisions.

(a) Declaration of Nuisance.

(1)  Graffiti as a Nuisance. The City Council hereby declares and finds Graffiti
located on public or privately-owned property within the City to be a nuisance subject to
abatement according to the provisions and procedures herein contained and as authorized by
California Government Code Section 38773, et seq.

(b) Right of City to Remove.

(1) Use of Public Funds. Whenever the City becomes aware, or is notified and
determines that Graffiti is so located on public or privately owned property viewable from a
public or quasi-public place within the City, the City shall be authorized to use public funds for
the removal of same, or for the painting or repairing of same, but shall not authorize or
undertake to provide for the painting or repair of any more extensive area than that where the
Graffiti is located, unless the City Manager, or designee, determines in writing that a more
extensive area is required to be repainted or repaired in order to avoid aesthetic disfigurement
to the neighborhood or community, or unless the responsible party agrees to pay for the costs
of repainting or repairing the more extensive area.

(2) . Right of Entry on Private Property.

(A)  Securing Owner Consent. Prior to entering upon private property or
property owned by a public entity other than the City, for the purpose of removal of Graffiti, the
City shall attempt to secure the consent of the responsible party, and a release of the City from
liability for private or public property damage.

(B) Failure to Obtain Owner Consent. If a responsible party fails to
remove the offending Graffiti within forty-eight hours, or if the City shall have requested
consent to remove or paint over the offending Graffiti and the responsible party shall have
refused consent for entry on terms acceptable to the City consistent with the terms of this
section, the City may commence Abatement and Related Administrative Costs recovery
proceedings for the removal of the Graffiti pursuant to the nuisance abatement authority
granted by California Government Code Section 38773, et seq., which authority includes the
recovery of all costs incurred by the City in abating Graffiti and recordation of a lien as to
affected property.

(c) Ease of Removal Provisions.

(1) Common Utility Colors and Paint Type. Any gas, telephone, water, sewer,
cable, and other utility operating in the City, other than an electric utility, shall paint their above-
surface metal fixtures which are installed after the effective date of the ordinance codified in
this article, with a uniform paint type and color as directed by the City Manager.

(2)  Conditions on Encroachment Permits. Encroachment permits issued by
the City may, among other things, be conditioned on (1) the permittee applying an anti-Graffiti
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material to the encroachment object or structure of a type and nature that is acceptable to the
City Manager, or his or her designee; (2) the immediate removal by the permittee of any
Graffiti; (3) the right of the City to remove Graffiti or to paint the encroaching object or
structure; (4) the permittee providing City with sufficient matching paint and/or anti-Graffiti
material on demand for use in the painting of the encroaching object or structure containing
Graffiti.

(3)  Conditions on Discretionary Approvals. In imposing conditions upon
conditional use permits, variances, building permits or other similar land use entitlements or
development or design applications, the City may impose Graffiti removal requirements or any
or all of the following conditions, or other similar or related conditions:

. (A)  Use of Anti-Graffiti Material. Applicant shall apply an anti-Graffiti
material of a type and nature that is acceptable to the City Manager, or his or her designee, to
such of the publicly viewable surfaces to be constructed on the site deemed by the City
Manager, or designee, to be likely to attract Graffiti;

(B) Right of Access to Remove Graffiti. Applicant shall grant in writing,
the right of entry over and access to such parcels, upon forty-eight (48) hours posted notice, by
authorized City employees or agents, for the purpose of removing or "painting over" Graffiti
previously designated by the City Manager, or designee. Such grant shall be made an express
condition of approval and shall be deemed to run with the land;

(C) Supply City with Graffiti-Removal Material. Applicant, and any and
all successors in interest, shall, for a specified period of years after approval, provide the City
with sufficient matching paint and/or anti-Graffiti material on demand for use in the painting
over or removal of designated Graffiti;

(D) Owner to Immediately Remove Graffiti. Persons applying for
subdivision maps shall, as part of any conditions, covenants and restrictions, covenant, which
covenant shall run with the land, in a form satisfactory to the City, that the owners of the lots
shall immediately remove any Graffiti placed on publicly viewable trees and structures thereon
to City's satisfaction. (Ord. No. 432-AC, (part).)

Sec. 14-61. Rewards.

(a) Reward Authority.

(1) Pursuant to Section 53069.5 of the California Government Code, the City
does hereby offer a reward in an amount as may be set by resolution of the City Council, for
information leading to the arrest and conviction of any person for violation, within the City, of
California Penal Code Sections 594 or 594.3 by the use of Graffiti, Penal Code Sections 640,
640.5 or 640.6. In the event of multiple contributions of information, the reward amount shall be
divided by the City in the manner it shall deem appropriate. For the purpose of this section,
diversion of the violator to a community service program, or a plea bargain to a lesser offense,
shall constitute a conviction.





(2)  Claims for reward under this section shall be filed with the City. Each claim
shall:

(A)  Specifically identify the date, location and kind of property damaged
or destroyed;

(B) Identify by name the person who was convicted;

(C) Identify the court and the date upon which the conviction occurred.

(3) No claim for a reward shall be allowed by the City Council unless the City
investigates and verifies the accuracy of the claim and determines that the requirements of this
section have been satisfied.

(4)  The person committing the Graffiti vandalism, and if an unemancipated
Minor, then the parent or lawful guardian of said Minor, shall be civilly liable for any reward
paid pursuant to this section pursuant to the provisions of California Government Code Section
53069.5. (Ord. No. 432-AC, (part).)

Sec. 14-63. Penalties and Civil Liability of Parents.

(@) Criminal Penalties. Any violation of this article shall be a misdemeanor
punishable by either six months in jail, a one-thousand-dollar fine, or by such fine and
imprisonment, and by the performance of community service in the form of Graffiti cleanup to
the maximum extent permitted by California Penal Code Section 594 and/or any other
provision of law.

(.b) Additional Penalties Available. Whenever deemed appropriate, it is the City's
intent to petition a sentencing court to impose the following additional penalties upon
conviction:

(1) Litter or Graffiti cleanup pursuant to California Vehicle Code Section
42001.7, upon conviction of violation of California Vehicle Code Sections 23111, 23112 or
23113(a);

(2)  Suspension or delay of issuance of a driver's license pursuant to California
Vehicle Code Section 13202.6 upon a Graffiti vandalism conviction;

(3) Performance of community service, including Graffiti removal service by
any Minor determined to be a ward of the court as a result of committing a vandalism-related
offense in the City, as provided in California Welfare and Institutions Code Section 728 and/or
729.6;

(4) Performance of community service, including Graffiti removal service of up
to one hundred hours by any Minor determined to be a ward of the court as a result of
committing a drug related offense in the City, as provided in California Welfare and Institutions
Code Section 729.8. '
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(c) It is the City's further intent that pursuant to California Penal Code Section
640.6(a), all acts of Graffiti vandalism occurring within the City shall be prosecuted as
misdemeanors pursuant to California Penal Code Section 594, et seq., or this article.

(d)y  Pursuant to California Civil Code Section 1714.1, any parent or legal guardian
whose Minor child possesses a Graffiti Implement, shall be personally liable for any and all
costs to any person or business incurred in connection with the removal of Graffiti caused by
said child, or by said Graffiti Implement, and for all attorney's fees and court costs incurred in
connection with the civil prosecution of any claim for damages or reimbursement, up to ten
thousand dollars. An invoice may be sent to the parents or guardians having custody and
control of the Minor, who shall be jointly and severally liable with the Minor for the City’s
Abatement and Related Administrative Costs. Invoices shall be due and payable no later than
thirty days following their receipt, except to the extent that period is tolled due to a timely
request for an administrative hearing. After that, interest on the amount owing shall accrue at
the maximum legal rate and the City may proceed to collect the debt through any lawful
means, including the procedures established by this chapter and by applicable state law. (Ord.
No. 432-AC, (part).)

Sec. 14-64. Civil Remedies Available. A violation of any of the provisions of this article shall
constitute a nuisance and may be abated by the City through civil process by means of
restraining order, preliminary or permanent injunction, or in any other manner provided by law
for the abatement of such nuisance. (Ord. No. 432-AC, (part).)

Sec. 14-65. Administrative Citations. A violation of any of the provisions of this article shall
constitute a nuisance and may be abated by the City through administrative proceedings as
provided in this Chapter 14 and Chapter 2A of the City’s Municipal Code and other applicable
law as may be amended from time to time. City may, at its discretion, issue administrative
citations and fines as set forth in the City’s Municipal Code.

Sec. 14-66. Invoice—Contents and Service.

» (a8 An invoice for abatement and related administrative costs sent pursuant to this
Graffiti Ordinance shall include all of the following information:

‘ _ (1) A statement notifying the recipient that he/she has been determined by the
City to be responsible under Government Code section 38772 and Chapter 14, Article Il of the
City’s Municipal Code for the City’s expenses of removing certain Graffiti in the City and/or
repairing or replacing property damaged by such Graffiti;

(2) The location and description of the Graffiti for which abatement cost
recovery is sought;

(3) The date by which the invoice must be paid and the fact that interest on
the amount owing will accrue at the maximum legal rate if it is not timely paid;

(4) A statement notifying the recipient of his or her right to request an
administrative hearing within ten days of receipt of the invoice regarding liability and/or the
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amount of costs sought, and the fact that the time period to pay the invoice will be tolled
pending the outcome of the hearing;

(5) A statement notifying the recipient that if he/she does not pay the invoice
or request a hearing within the time allowed, then the City’s determinations regarding liability
and costs will become final and non-appealable to any other City authority and the City will
proceed with lawful collection methods, which in the case of a Minor and his or her parents or
guardians may include recording a lien or special assessment for the full amount of the invoice
plus interest against property of the Minor and against property of the parents or guardians.

(b)  The City shall serve the invoice in one of the following ways: (1) by personal
service; (2) by both regular first class mail and certified mail with return receipt requested; or, if
neither of the previous two methods is available or successful in a given case, (3) by some
other method reasonably calculated to provide actual notice to the recipient. If mail service is
used, then the return receipt shall constitute evidence of the date the invoice was received. If
the certified mail is not accepted, then the invoice will be deemed to have been received by
regular mail three days after its mailing.

(c) Failure to comply with any of the foregoing requirements shall not render the
invoice or other cost recovery proceedings defective if they meet minimum constitutional
standards for due process.

Sec. 14-67. Hearing—Notice and Procedure.

(a) Any person sent an invoice for abatement or related administrative costs
pursuant to this Graffiti Ordinance is entitled to an administrative hearing regarding liability
and/or the amount of costs sought to be recovered, if timely requested. A request for a hearing
shall be timely if it is received by the City no later than the close of business on the tenth day
following receipt of the invoice. A timely request for a hearing tolls the time for payment of the
invoice until the recipient has been notified of the hearing officer's decision.

(b) If a hearing is timely requested, the City shall send the party requesting the
hearing written notice of the time, date and location of the hearing. The notice shall be served
in the same manner as the invoice and shall be reasonably calculated so as to give the
recipient at least three days’ advance notice of the hearing. Notice of the hearing officer’s final
decision after the hearing shall be similarly served.

(c) The scope of an administrative hearing shall be limited to either or both of the
following issues: (1) liability for costs; and (2) the amount of costs sought to be recovered. The
party requesting the hearing shall be entitled to submit evidence on either or both issues,
which shall be duly considered by the hearing officer provided it is either presented during the
hearing or received by the City Manager or his or her designee no later than the close of
business on the day before the hearing. No formal rules of evidence shall apply. The party
requesting the hearing shall be entitled to attend the hearing, but such attendance shall not be
mandatory.

(d)  The hearing officer shall be the City Manager or his or her designee. The hearing
officer's decision shall be final and non-appealable to any other City authority. Failure to timely
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request a hearing waives any right to the hearing and renders the determinations reflected in
the invoice similarly final and non-appealable.

Sec. 14-68. Delinguent Invoice—Collection Procedure. If an invoice is not paid in a timely
manner and the City’s determinations regarding the invoice have become final and non-
appealable, then the City may proceed to collect the debt through any lawful means including,
in the case of a Minor and the parents or guardians having custody and control of the Minor,
imposition of a “Graffiti Nuisance Abatement Lien” following the procedures of Government
Code section 38773.2 or, as an alternative to such a lien, a special assessment following the
procedures of Government Code section 38773.6. To the extent the aforementioned state law
and this article of the City’s Municipal Code do not specify a particular aspect of the Graffiti
nuisance abatement lien or special assessment imposition procedure, the procedures outlined
in Chapter 14, Article Il of this City's Municipal Code regarding conventional nuisance
abatement liens and special assessments may be followed, provided they do not conflict with
applicable state law.

Background: Pursuant to Health and Safety Code (the “HSC”) § 34172 (a) (1), the
Needles Redevelopment Agency was dissolved on February 1, 2012. On January 24, 2012, the
City Council of the City of Needles elected to serve as the Successor Agency to the Needles
Redevelopment Agency (the “Successor Agency”) pursuant to part 1.85 of the California Health
and Safety Code (the “HSC”). Pursuant to HSC § 34179, the Successor Agency previously
established the Needles Oversight Board to assist in the wind-down of the former redevelopment
agency through June 30, 2018, at which time it was dissolved by operation of law. Consistent
with HSC § 34179 (j), on July 1, 2018 the San Bernardino Countywide Oversight Board (the
“CWOB”) was established to assist in winding-down the dissolved redevelopment agencies
within the County of San Bernardino.

On October 14, 2015, the Needles Oversight Board approved its Resolution No. 10-14-2015-OB-
SARDA, approving the Successor Agency’s Long-Range Property Management Plan (the
“LRPMP”). The LRPMP includes three (3) real property sites, all of which are designated to be
sold. Based on matters completely unrelated to the LRPMP, on December 31, 2015; the
California Department of Finance (the “DOF”) did not approve the Successor Agency’s LRPMP
and directed the Successor Agency to sell its real property assets consistent with the applicable
provisions of the HSC. Since each of the sites included within the Successor Agency approved
LRPMP are designated for sale, the lack of a DOF approval does not affect or change in any way
the disposition category or the required procedure for the disposition of the Successor Agency’s
real property assets.

The Successor Agency is the owner certain real property consisting of an approximate 28.2-acre
vacant lot (1,228,828 Square Feet) located on Ice Plant Road, Needles California (APN 0186-
222-07) (the “Property”). Within the Successor Agency approved LRPMP, the Property is: i)
identified as Site No. 1; ii) zoned general commercial; and iii) more fully described in Exhibit
“A” to the attached Resolution, which is an excerpt from the LRPMP.

On August 31, 2018, Hooman Davoodi (the “Buyer”) originally offered to purchase the Property
for $1,338,947 (a copy of offer of purchase letter is included as Exhibit “B” to the attached
Resolution). On September 11, 2018 City Council directed staff to negotiate the sale of the
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City of Needles, California

Property based on its appraised value. Thereafter, Capital Realty Analysts (“CRA”) was engaged
to appraise the Property. In its appraisal, effective October 4, 2018, CRA concluded the
Property’s value is $1.00 per square foot for a total value of $1,228,828 (a copy of the summary
of CRA’s appraisal is included as Exhibit “C” to the attached Resolution).

As a part of the purchase and sale negotiations, the Buyer has agreed to dedicate to the City a
58,923 square foot portion of the Property in exchange for a $58,923 purchase price offset (which
is $1.00 per square foot) for its continued government use as a percolation pond for the City’s
wastewater plant (the “Wastewater Plant Portion™); Based on the CRA’s appraisal, a $58,923
offset for the Wastewater Plant Portion, results in a net value of the remaining portion of the
Property of $1,169,905, which the Buyer has agreed to pay. The Buyer has indicated the
intention to begin construction of a building having no less than 20,000 square feet on the
Property within 24 months after recordation of the Grant Deed (the “Commitment to Develop”).

On October 23, 2018, the Successor Agency approved a Purchase Agreement and Joint Escrow
Instructions (the “Purchase Agreement”) with the Buyer for the Property (less the Wastewater
Plant Portion) for $1,169,905 (the “Purchase Price”), which is equal to its appraised value and
thus considered a fair and reasonable price. On January 23, 2019, the CWOB adopted its
Resolution No. 2019-13 approving the Purchase Agreement. On May 3, 2019, the California
Department of Finance denied CWOB Resolution No. 2019-13 primarily on the basis that Section
7.5.3 within the Purchase Agreement, which memorialized the Commitment to Develop, was not
permitted as it included provisions allowing the Successor Agency to re-purchase the Property if
certain conditions were not met (a copy of DOF’s May 3, 2019 letter is included as Exhibit “D” to
the attached Resolution).

During negotiations with DOF that occurred prior to DOF’s May 3, 2019 letter denying the
Purchase Agreement, DOF indicated that if the Purchase Agreement were to be amended to
remove Section 7.5.3 and language is added to the approving resolutions requiring the net land
sales proceeds to be distributed to the taxing entities through the County Auditor-Controller (the
“CAC”), DOF could approve the amended Purchase Agreement. In good faith and consistent
with the negotiations with and directions provided by DOF, on March 26, 2019 the Successor
Agency approved the amended Purchase Agreement and on June 17, 2019, the CWOB adopted
its Resolution No. 2019-33 approving the amended Purchase Agreement.

On August 2, 2019, DOF denied CWOB Resolution No. 2019-33 on the basis that DOF staff
believes that when it denies a resolution approving an agreement, that denial by inference means
the agreement itself becomes null and void. In addition, DOF staff instructed Successor Agency
staff to present a new Purchase Agreement without Section 7.5.3 (a copy of DOF’s August 2,
2019 letter is included as Exhibit “E” to the attached Resolution). Although requested, DOF has
not provided or identified any basis to confirm the legal validity of the views of DOF’s staff as
delineated above, which such views are not appealable.

e The City will retain and subdivide 58,923 square feet of the parcel to continue to use as a
percolation pond for the City’s wastewater plant. $58,923 will be reduced from the
appraised value identified in the restricted appraisal.

The attached Resolution will approve a new Purchase Agreement between the Successor Agency
and Hooman Davoodi with respect to the Property (a copy of which is included as Exhibit “F” to
the attached Resolution) and authorize certain related actions. Subject to the approvals of the
CWOB and DOF, the Successor Agency intends to distribute the land sales proceeds, less the

costs of sale, to the CAC for distribution to the taxing entities in proportion to their respective
shares of the 1% general tax levy, which will include the City. Consistent with the provisions of
the HSC and the LRPMP, the effectiveness of the Purchase Agreement is subject to the approval
of the CWOB and DOF.

Consistent with the applicable provisions of the HSC, it is recommended that the Successor
Agency approve the attached Resolution.

Fiscal Impact: Once the Property is sold, the Successor Agency will transfer the net Purchase
Price to the San Bernardino County Auditor-Controller that will in turn divide and pay over the
net Purchase Price to the affected taxing entities in proportion to their respective shares of the 1%
general tax levy, which will include the City. '

Environmental Impact: The Resolution has been reviewed with respect to applicability of the
California Environmental Quality Act (the “CEQA”), the State CEQA Guidelines (California
Code of Regulations, Title 14, § 15000 et seq., hereafter the “CEQA Guidelines”), and the City’s
environmental guidelines and the Resolution does not constitute a “project” for purposes of
CEQA, as that term is defined by CEQA Guidelines §15378, because this Resolution is an
organizational or administrative activity that will not result in a direct or indirect physical change
in the environment, per § 15378 (b) (5) of the CEQA Guidelines.

WHEREAS, in its appraisal, effective October 4, 2018, CRA concluded the Property’s
value is $1.00 per square foot for a total value of $1,228,828 (a copy of the summary of CRA’s
appraisal is attached to this Resolution as Exhibit “C”); and

WHEREAS, as a part of the purchase and sale negotiations, the Buyer has agreed to
dedicate to the City a 58,923 square foot portion of the Property in exchange for a $58,923
purchase price offset (which is $1.00 per square foot) for its continued government use as a
percolation pond for the City’s wastewater plant (the “Wastewater Plant Portion”); and

WHEREAS, based on the CRA’s appraisal, a $58,923 offset for the Wastewater Plant
Portion, results in a net value of the remaining portion of the Property of $1,169,905, which the
Buyer has agreed to pay; and

WHEREAS, the Buyer has indicated the intention to begin construction of a building
having no less than 20,000 square feet on the Property within 24 months after recordation of the
Grant Deed (the “Commitment to Develop™); and

WHEREAS, on October 23, 2018, the Successor Agency approved a Purchase
Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions (the “Purchase Agreement”) with the Buyer for the
Property (less the Wastewater Plant Portion) for $1,169,905 (the “Purchase Price”), which is equal
to its appraised value and thus considered a fair and reasonable price; and

WHEREAS, on January 23, 2019, the CWOB adopted its Resolution No. 2019-13
approving the Purchase Agreement; and

WHEREAS, on May 3, 2019, the California Department of Finance denied CWOB
Resolution No. 2019-13 primarily on the basis that Section 7.5.3 within the Purchase Agreement,
which memorialized the Commitment to Develop, was not permitted as it included provisions
allowing the Successor Agency to re-purchase the Property if certain conditions were not met (a
copy of DOF’s May 3, 2019 letter is attached to this Resolution as Exhibit “D”); and

WHEREAS, during negotiations with DOF that occurred prior to DOF’s May 3, 2019
letter denying the Purchase Agreement, DOF indicated that if the Purchase Agreement were to be
amended to remove Section 7.5.3 and language is added to the approving resolutions requiring
the net land sales proceeds to be distributed to the taxing entities through the County Auditor-
Controller (the “CAC”), DOF could approve the amended Purchase Agreement; and
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WHEREAS, in good faith and consistent with the negotiations with and directions
provided by DOF, on March 26, 2019 the Successor Agency approved the amended Purchase
Agreement and on June 17, 2019, the CWOB adopted its Resolution No. 2019-33 approving the
amended Purchase Agreement; and

WHEREAS, on August 2, 2019, DOF: i) denied CWOB Resolution No. 2019-33 on the
basis that DOF staff believes that when it denies a resolution approving an agreement, that denial
by inference means the agreement itself becomes null and void; and ii) DOF staff instructed
Successor Agency staff to present a new Purchase Agreement without Section 7.5.3 (a copy of
DOF’s August 2, 2019 letter is attached to this Resolution as Exhibit “E”); and

WHEREAS, although requested, DOF has not provided or identified any basis to
confirm the legal validity of the views of DOF’s staff as delineated in the foregoing recital, which
such views are not appealable; and

WHEREAS, this Resolution will approve a new Purchase Agreement between the
Successor Agency and Hooman Davoodi with respect to the Property, a copy of which is included
as Exhibit “F” attached to the Resolution, and authorize certain related actions; and

WHEREAS, subject to the approvals of the CWOB and DOF, the Successor Agency
intends to distribute the land sales proceeds, less the costs of sale, to the CAC for distribution to
the taxing entities in proportion to their respective shares of the 1% general tax levy, which will
include the City; and

WHEREAS, consistent with the provisions of the HSC and the LRPMP, the
effectiveness of the Purchase Agreement is subject to the approval of the CWOB and DOF; and

WHEREAS, all of the prerequisites with respect to the approval of this Resolution have
been met. '

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Successor Agency to the Needles
Redevelopment Agency, as follows:

Section 1. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are a substantive part of this
Resolution.

Section 2. The Purchase Agreement for the purchase and sale of the Property to Mr. Hooman
Davoodi for $1,169,905, attached hereto as Exhibit “F,” is approved.

Section 3. The Purchase Agreement for the purchase and sale of the Property, attached hereto
as Exhibit “F,” is approved.

Section 4. The Successor Agency’s distribution of the land sale proceeds to the San
Bernardino County Auditor-Controller for distribution to the taxing entities, less
the costs of sale, is approved.





Section 5. The City Manager, as Executive Director of the Successor Agency, or designee, is
hereby authorized and directed to: 1) notify DOF concerning this Resolution, in
accordance with the applicable provisions of the HSC; and ii) take such other
actions and execute such other documents as are necessary to effectuate the intent
of this Resolution.

Section 6. This Resolution shall take effect upon the date of its adoption.

The Vacant Commercial Property consists of one (1) 27.61 acre parcel (APN 0186-222-07) located
on Ice Plant Road. The Vacant Commercial Property is zoned General Commercial (C-2) within
the City’s General Plan and Zoning Ordinance. The C-2 designation is generally intended for uses
in the central business district (particularly those that are pedestrian oriented) accormmodating a
wide range of commercial and associated residential uses.

D. Estimated Cuirent Value (HSC § 34191.5 (c)(IyD)):
To determine the ECV for the Vacant Commercial Property, the Agency conducted a comparable
sales analysis through the National Data Collective.! The ECV was determined to be approximately

part of its implementation, an appraisal of the Vacant Commercial Property will then be obtained.

Proposed sale date — TBD and subject to the Successor Agency’s implementation of its policies
and procedures for property disposition as shown in Exhibit “A.”

The Successor Agency notes that in the environment of AB 1484, it may not be possible to achieve
appraised values. The Successor Agency will be in charge of the process seeking to achieve
successful marketing of properties, and will act with reasonable diligence. However, the
constraints and environment of AB 1484 militate against maximizing prices. The actual sales prices
to be realized will be a function of what a willing buyer is willing to pay under circumstances where
there will be no seller financing and dispositions will be subject to Oversight Board approval. There
is no reason to think that book values will be realized.

Imglémentation of the Long-Range Property Management Plan:
Following approval of the LRPMP by the DOF, the Successor Agency will implement the LRPMP.

For propetties to be sold, implementation will include distribution of any land sales proceeds for
enforceable obligations and/or distributed as property tax to the taxing entities. Due to the vagaries
associated with the sale of land, such as uncertainties concerning the timing of sale and the price
that would be realized, it is not feasible to precisely state in the LRPMP how the funds will be used.
In that regard, once an agreement is reached with respect to the purchase and sale of a property, the
agreement will be presented to the Oversight Board for concurrence. The Oversight Board’s
approval will be evidenced by a resolution that will be submitted to DOF and, per the HSC, is
subject to DOF’s review. That resolution will include or refer to a staff report which describes with
greater particularity, once more facts are known, how the proceeds of sale will be distributed. As
noted in Section I — Introduction of the LRPMP, the LRPMP provides that proceeds of the sale may
be used for enforceable obligations and/or distributed as property tax to the taxing entities through
the County Auditor-Controller. The need to retain some or all of the proceeds of sale for
enforceable obligations will depend on whether there is a short-fall in RPTTF in the ROPS cycle
during which the escrow is anticipated to close. If a short-fall were to occur in the RPTTF at that
time, then all or a portion of the sale proceeds should be used to fulfill an enforceable obligation
with any remaining sale proceeds then distributed as property tax to the taxing entities through the
County Auditor-Controller. If there is not a short-fall in RPTTF at the time of close of escrow,
then land sale proceeds would be distributed as property tax to the taxing entities through the
County Auditor-Controller in a manner described at the time of Oversight Board approval as to a
particular property sale. Since it is impossible to foresee when and if a short-fall in the RPTTF
may occur, or when the property will be sold, the use of the sale proceeds cannot be specifically
determined at this time and, therefore, cannot be stated with greater particularity in the LRPMP.
However, it is clear that at the time a sale takes place, the sale will be brought back to the Oversight
Board and will be subject to review.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
ARTICLE 1: DEFINITIONS

appointed with respect to it or any substantial portion of its property or assets, or (vi) become generally unable to pay its

debt when due.

1.2 Change in Law. “Change in Law” means that, prior to the Delivery of the Product, a statute, rule, or
regulation is enacted, amended or revoked which has the effect of (a) changing the transfer and sale procedures set forth
in this Agreement so that the implementation of this Agreement becomes impossible or impracticable, (b} making this
Agreement illegal or unenforceable, or (c) eliminating the existence of the Product.

1.3 Delivery. “Delivered” or “Delivery” means the transfer from Seller to Buyer of the specified amount
of the Product.

14 Delivery Date. “Delivery Date” means the date on which Seller initiates a transfer order for the Product
to Buyer's Registry account.

1.5 Product. “Product” means the Renewable Energy Certificates (“RECs”) to be delivered in the
Transaction.

1.6 Registry. “Registry” means a generation information system, generation attribute tracking system
or other system that records generation from Renewable Energy Facilities in any particular geographical region, such as
Western Renewable Energy Generation Information System (WREGIS), New England Power Pool Generation Information
System (NEPOOL GIS), Electric Reliability Council of Texas (ERCOT), PIM Environmental Information Services, Inc.
Generation Attribute Tracking System (PJM EIS GATS), or Midwest Renewable Energy Tracking System (M-RETS).

1.7 Trade Date. “Trade Date” mean the date that the purchase was executed in the market.
ARTICLE 2: TRANSACTION, PAYMENT, TAXES AND TRANSFER OF TITLE

2.1 Transaction. The Parties desire to enter into a transaction for the purchase and sale of Product under this
Agreement (“Transaction”). Such Transaction, unless otherwise agreed in writing, will be governed by this Agreement.
The Transaction will be effected or Confirmed pursuant to a Confirmation Letter.

2.2 Payment. Seller shall deliver an invoice to Buyer reflecting the purchase price following Seller’s Delivery of the
Product (“Invoice”). The Invoice may be furnished to Buyer by email or otherwise. Within XXXX (X) business days of the
later of (a) Buyer’s receipt of the Invoice (as defined below) and (b) Buyer’s receipt of confirmation that the Product have
been Delivered to Buyer’s Registry account, Buyer shall pay Seller for the Product so Delivered. All payments made under
this Agreement shall be made in immediately available United States Dollars by electronic transfer.

2.3 Taxes and Fees. Seller will be responsible for any taxes imposed on the creation, ownership, or transfer of Product
under this Agreement up to and including the time and place of its Delivery. Buyer will be responsible for any taxes





imposed on the receipt or ownership of Product at or after the time and place of its Delivery. Each Party will be responsible
for the payment of any fees, including brokers’ fees, incurred by it in connection with any Transactions hereunder.

2.4 Transfer of Title. None of Seller’s property interest in the Product will pass to Buyer until the Delivery and payment
set forth above are complete. Upon such completion, all rights, title and interest in and to the Product, to the full extent
the same is property, will transfer to Buyer. To the extent that any Transaction is for Product not yet generated at the
time of the Transaction, Seller agrees to promptly make and Buyer agrees to accept actual Delivery of the Product.

ARTICLE 3: REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

3.1 Mutual Representations and Warranties. On the Contract Date and on the Trade Date, each Party represents and
warrants to the other that:

{a) It is duly organized and validly existing under the laws of the jurisdiction of its incorporation or organization;
{b) It has the power and authority to enter into this Agreement and to perform its obligations hereunder;
(c) Its execution and performance do not violate or conflict with applicable law, any provision of its constituent

documents, or any contract binding on or affecting it or any of its assets or any order or judgment of any governmental
authority applicable to it or its assets;

{d) All governmental and other authorizations, approvals, consents, notices and filings that are required to have been
obtained or submitted by it with respect to entering into and performing this Agreement have been obtained or submitted
and are in full force and effect and all conditions thereof have been complied with;

(e} No Event of Default, as defined in section 4.1 has occurred and is continuing, and none will occur as a result of its
entering into or performing this Agreement or any Transaction;

{f) It is not relying upon any representations of the other Party other than those expressly set forth herein, and it is
acting for its own account, and not as agent or in any other capacity, fiduciary or otherwise;

(g) It has entered hereinto with a full understanding of the material terms and risks of the same, and it is capable of
assuming those risks; and

(h) All applicable information, documents or statements that have been furnished in writing by or on behalf of it to
the other Party in connection with this Agreement are true, accurate and complete in every material respect and do not
omit a material fact that would otherwise make the information, document or statement misleading.

3.2 Warranties of Seller. With respect to each Product, Seller represents and warrants to Buyer that as of the Trade
Date and through and up to the Delivery Date: (i) Seller has good and marketable title to such Product; (ii) all right, title
and interest in and to such Product are free and clear of any liens, taxes, claims, security interests or other encumbrances
except for any right or interest by any entity claiming through Buyer; (i) each REC meets the specifications set forth in the
confirmation letter; and (iv) that such Product complies with any applicable renewable portfolio standard {“RPS”) adopted
by a governmental authority or otherwise, or other similar program with respect to which exists a market or registry.

3.3 LIMITATION OF WARRANTIES. ALL OTHER REPRESENTATIONS OR WARRANTIES, WRITTEN OR ORAL, EXPRESS OR
IMPLIED, INCLUDING ANY REPRESENTATION OR WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY OR OF FITNESS FOR ANY PARTICULAR
PURPOSE OR WITH RESPECT TO CONFORMITY WITH ANY MODEL OR SAMPLES, ARE DISCLAIMED. WITHOUT LIMITING THE
GENERALITY OF THE FOREGOING, NEITHER PARTY MAKES ANY REPRESENTATION OR WARRANTY HEREUNDER WITH






RESPECT TO ANY FUTURE ACTION OR FAILURE TO ACT OR APPROVAL OR FAILURE TO APPROVE BY ANY GOVERNMENTAL
AUTHORITY.

3.4 Indemnity. Each Party will indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other Party from and against any claims or
demands made by others arising from or out of any event, circumstance, act or incident first occurring or existing during
the period when control and title to Product is vested in such Party as provided herein, except to the extent arising from
such Party’s own gross negligence or willful misconduct. Each Party will indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other

Party against any fees or taxes for which such Party is responsible under Section 2.3.
3.5 Survival. Articles 1, 2, 3, 5, and 6 survive expiration or termination hereof.
ARTICLE 4: EVENTS OF DEFAULT; REMEDIES

4.1 Events of Default. An “Event of Default” means, with respect to a Party (a “Defaulting Party”), the occurrence
of any of the following:

(a) the failure to make, when due, any payment required pursuant hereto if such failure is not remedied within three
business days after written notice;

(b) Failure to Deliver or receive Product when due pursuant to a Transaction;

(c) Any representation or warranty made by such Party herein is false or misleading in any material respect when
made or when repeated;

(d) Such Party becomes Bankrupt; or

{e) A Party’s failure to perform any other material covenant or obligation set forth herein if such failure is not
remedied within twenty (20) business days after written notice.

4.2 Declaration of Early Termination Date and Calculation of Settlement Amounts. If an Event of Default with
respect to a Defaulting Party occurs and is continuing, the other Party (the “Non-Defaulting Party”) will have the right to
(i) upon two (2) business days’ written notice to the Defaulting Party terminate this Agreement (“Early Termination Date”),
to accelerate all amounts owing between the Parties and to liquidate and terminate the Transactions (“Terminated
Transaction”) between the Parties, (ii) withhold any payments due to the Defaulting Party under this Agreement, and (iii)
suspend performance. The Non-Defaulting Party will calculate, ina commercially reasonable manner, a settlement amount

as follows (“Settlement Amount”):

(a) If Buyer is in default and Seller elects Early Termination: Buyer shall pay Seller an amount equal to the sum of (i)
the Contract Price for any Product delivered to Buyer for which Seller has not been paid, and {ii) the positive difference, if
any, obtained by subtracting the Sales Price for any Product not received from the Contract Price for such Product not
received multiplied by the amount of Product (in REC units) not received, plus reasonable third party fees (including broker
fees) incurred by Seller in enforcement and protection of its rights under this Agreement.

(b) If Seller is in default and Buyer elects Early Termination: Seller shall pay Buyer an amount equal to the positive
difference, if any, obtained by subtracting the Contract Price for any Product not delivered from the Replacement Price for
such Product not delivered, multiplied by the amount of Product (in REC units) not delivered, plus reasonable third party
fees (including broker fees) incurred by Buyer in enforcement and protection of its rights under this Agreement.





4.3 Suspension of Performance. Notwithstanding any other provision hereof, if an Event of Default has occurred
and is continuing, the Non-Defaulting Party, upon written notice to the Defaulting Party, has the right (i) to suspend
performance under any or all Transactions and (ii) to the extent an Event of Default has occurred and is continuing, to
exercise any remedy available at law or in equity, except as limited by Section 5.1

4.4 Limitation of Liability. IN THE EVENT OF A DEFAULT, THE DEFAULTING PARTY’S LIABILITY SHALL BE LIMITED
TO DIRECT, ACTUAL DAMAGES ONLY, AND SUCH DIRECT, ACTUAL DAMAGES SHALL BE THE SOLE AND EXCLUSIVE REMEDY
HEREUNDER. IN NO EVENT WILL EITHER PARTY BE LIABILE TO THE OTHER FOR PUNITIVE, EXEMPLARY, OR INDIRECT
DAMAGES, LOST PROFIT OR BUSINESS INTERRUPTION DAMAGES, BY STATUTE, IN TORT, CONTRACT OR OTHERWISE.

ARTICLE5: CHANGE IN LAW

5.1 Change in Law. If a Change in Law occurs, the Parties hereto agree to negotiate in good faith to amend this
Agreement to conform to such new statutes, regulations, or rules in order to maintain the original intent of the Parties
under this Agreement. However, in no event will a Change in Law that changes in any respect the value of the Product,
have any effect on the obligations of the Parties to purchase and sell the Product on the terms and at the Contract Price
set forth in this Agreement. If the Parties are unable, despite such good faith efforts, to reform this Agreement within
fifteen (15) business days following commencement of such negotiations, either Party may terminate this Agreement with
no further payment or performance obligations except for any such obligations that have accrued prior to such
termination. Buyer assumes full liability upon Delivery.

ARTICLE6: MISCELLANEOUS

6.1 Assighment. Neither Buyer nor Seller shall assign this Agreement nor delegate any of its duties hereunder
without the prior written consent of the other Party, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, delayed or
conditioned; provided, however, that either Party, without the consent of the other Party, may assign this Agreement to
any of its affiliates provided that such assignee’s creditworthiness shall be equal to or greater than that of the assignor;
and provided further that Seller may assign this Agreement without the consent of Buyer as collateral security to any
lender (and in connection therewith, Buyer shall execute and deliver to such lender a consent agreement in a form
reasonably acceptable to Buyer). Any assignment in violation of this Article 6.1 shall be voidable at the sole discretion of

the non-assigning Party.

6.2 Notices. All notices, requests, statements or payments will be made as specified in the writing. Notices, unless
otherwise specified herein, must be in writing and delivered by hand delivery, United States mail, overnight courier service

or email to the addresses laid out in the cover page:

6.3 General.

(a) This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties relating to its subject matter. Any prior .
agreement or negotiation between the Parties with respect to the subject hereof is superseded.

{(b) No amendment or modification hereto or to any written Confirmation Letter is enforceable unless in writing and
executed by both Parties.

{c) The waiver by either Party of a default or a breach by the other Party will not operate or be construed to operate
as a waiver of any subsequent default or breach. The making or the acceptance of a payment by either Party with
knowledge of the existence of a default or breach will not operate as a waiver of any default or breach.





{d) Except as provided in a writing or pursuant to Article 6.2, if any provision hereof is, for any reason, determined to
be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, the Parties will negotiate in good faith and agree to such amendments,
modifications, or supplements of or to this Agreement or such other appropriate actions that will, to the maximum extent
practicable in light of such determination, implement and give effect to the intentions of the Parties as reflected herein,
and the other provisions hereof will, as so amended, modified, or supplemented, or otherwise affected by such action,

remain in full force and effect.

{e) This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which will be deemed an original but all of which taken
together will constitute one and the same original instrument.

6.4 Confidentiality. Neither Party will disclose the terms or conditions this Agreement to a third party (other than
the Party’s employees, guarantor, lenders, counsel, accountants, agents or advisors who have a need to know such
information and have agreed to keep such terms confidential) except:

(a) In order to comply with any applicable law or regulation, or 'request of any
regulatory agency having jurisdiction over the Party and requesting the confidential information
in the ordinary course of business or

{b) In connection with any court or regulatory proceeding
6.5 Governing Law. This Agreement is governed by and shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State

6.7 Dispute Resolution. Any dispute or claim arising out of or related hereto or any breach thereof or any need

In the event of a disagreement, the
arbitrators chosen by each party will select a third arbitrator-to arbitrate the issue.

Party could not reasonably have been expected to avoid and to the extent which, by exercise of due diligence and in
compliance with applicable law, has been unable to overcome (so long as the affected Party has not applied for or assisted

Under the SPP RC Contract, SPP assesses various charges to WAPA for RC

TERM OF CONTRACT:

5.1  This Contract shall become effective upon execution. The initial term of this

Agreement will commence on the date first written in Section 1, above (Effective

(“Initial Term”), unless terminated pursuant to the Termination Provisions set
forth in subsection 5.2 below. This Contract will automatically renew after the
Initial Term for succéssive one (1) year terms unless a notice of termination is

delivered by either Party.





5.2  Termination Provisions
(a) This Contract will terminate upon eighteen (18) months written notice

the Customer Implementation Cost pursuant to Contract

No. 18-DSR-12862 (Contract 12862), Exhibit A, plus (2)
Contractor’s share of NEL of the annual payment during the

pendency of the notice of withdrawal.





(b) Termination for Lack of Certification: In the event SPP loses or is unable

to maintain RC certification by WECC or NERC, and the agreement
between SPP and WAPA is terminated on these grounds, RC Services
may be transitioned to another qualified entity. In such case, Contractor
will be assessed a prorated share of the SPP RC Charges as determined
pursuant to Attachment No. 1, plus any Contractor’s share of NEL of any
costs reasonably incurred by WAPA and SPP to facilitate such transition.

The Depository Statement is created annually after the annual utility budgets are approved.
The Depository Statement authorizes staff to make transfers monthly based on original
budgeted amounts to cover the expenditures of the utility departments. The transfers occur
according to this schedule. Bills are paid continually throughout the year regardless if
enough funding was transferred.

The Due to/Due from accounts are reconciled annually as part of the year end process and
verified by the auditors. Attached is the audited analysis of changes to the FY 18 Due to/Due
from balances. The Due to/Due from balances change from year to year from the “Due from”
side to the “Due to” side depending on the level of activity. When budget increases are
approved during the year, the depository agreement is not updated because the balances at
that point in time are not audited numbers, thereby creating a strain on the general checking
account to facilitate the continued payment of utility department bills and resulting in a higher
balance in NPUA cash as is currently the case.

Over the years, staff has discussed a true up of balances with the Board of Public Utilities. In
the past the decision has been to carry the balances forward until now. At the August 6,
2019 Utility Board meeting, the Board recommended the transfer of the FY 18 Due to/Due
from amount. In addition, the Board recommended an amendment to the Depository
Agreement to transfer an additional $100,000 per month to decrease the prior years’ balance.
Keep in mind that these are not excess funds that will be transferred to the Due to Funds,
rather they are the reimbursement of expenses in excess of the regular reimbursements.

Background: The California Natural Resources Agency will be accepting project proposals for
the Recreational Trails and Greenways Grant Program from August 20, 2019 through October 11,
2019. Approximately $27.7 million in awards will be funded by the program. Applicants submitting the
most competitive proposals will be invited to participate in the next level of the competitive process,
anticipated mid-late December 2019.

The Trails and Greenways grant program, funded by Proposition 68, will fund projects that provide
nonmotorized infrastructure development and enhancements that promote new or alternate access to
parks, waterways, outdoor recreational pursuits, and forested or other natural environments to
encourage health-related active transportation and opportunities for Californians to reconnect with
nature.

The Bureau Bay Nature was is an ideal project for this grant. The Bureau Bay Nature Walk was not
submitted under SPP due to the CEQA compliance not being completed however, this grant allows a
checklist to be completed and if the project is selected CEQA must be completed before construction
funds can be released.

Fiscal Impact: No match required on grant. If awarded a project the City must maintain the
project site for thirty (30) years. Estimated annual operation and maintenance costs is 66,000 and will
be funded by the Parks Department. Estimated grant writing costs is $3,325 to complete the required
grant application funded by the Parks Department.

Recommended Action: Move to approve Resolution No. 2019-57 authorizing Rick Daniels, City
Manager as an authorized representative and accepting the terms of the proposed grant, if awarded.

Background: Inlate December 2018, the City received notice from McDonald Transit Associates,
Inc. of the termination of their contract to provide operation of the Needles Area Transit (NAT). In
response, a formal RFP was issued twice (March 18, 2019 no bids received and reissued on May 8,
2019) and at the time of the second bid opening, two bids had been received - one from
Transportation Concepts (TC), Irvine, CA, and one from Hendrickson Transportation Group (HTG),
Waco, TX. After review of the proposals by a four member panel and interview of representatives
from both companies by three of the four panel members, the interview committee has unanimously
recommended the selection of Transportation Concepts. It is anticipated that TC will take over
operation of the service as of October 1, 2019, subject to approval of the award by Caltrans Division
of Rail and Mass Transportation (DRMT) (required as part of the transit funding is federal funds).

Additional transit-related agreements with TC (not subject to Caltrans DRMT approval) will be
submitted for Council approval at the September 24 meeting including the El Garces lease
agreement and the DAR/DAR Medical-Shopper Shulttle.

Fiscal Impact: Funding for the NAT service comes through San Bernardino County Transportation
Authority (SBCTA). There is a “lack of funds” clause in the agreement whereby the city can
terminate prior to expiration with 30 days written notice “in the event these funds become inadequate
or unavailable to City, . .”

AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT is made and entered into as of this _10th day of September , 2019,
by and between the CITY OF NEEDLES, hereinafter referred to as “City”, and TRANSPORTA-
TION CONCEPTS, hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”, collectively referred to as “Parties”.

WITNESSETH THAT:

WHEREAS, in order to meet local public transportation needs, the City wishes to provide
a low cost route deviation transit service for the citizens of the City of Needles; and

WHEREAS, City has been providing a public transit system in which the City’s role has
been to establish service policy, provide vehicles, and evaluate the project; and

WHEREAS, City has requested proposals from transit providers to operate the transit
system pursuant to a Reissued Request for Proposals (“Request for Proposals™) dated May 8,
2019; and

WHEREAS, City has determined Contractor’s proposal dated May 31, 2019
(“Contractors Bid Proposal”) to be the most responsive and desires to enter into an Agreement
with Contractor for providing the operations of such transit system.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereto do mutually agree as follows:

L SCOPE OF SERVICES AND TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

Contractor shall furnish the City with all the services and materials, and perform any and
all other work as specified and in full accordance with the Request for Proposals, the
Contractor’s Bid Proposal and the “Scope of Services and Technical Specifications for Needles
Transit System” in Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement
IL. TERM OF AGREEMENT

The term of this Agreement shall be from October 1, 2019 to June 30, 2023, inclusive,
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with an option by the City to extend the term without holding new proposal procedures for two
(2) additional two-year periods years starting July 1, 2023 to June 30, 2025, and July 1, 2025
ending June 30, 2027, provided that such extension and any changes in the Agreement and the
Fixed Hourly Rate per Revenue Service Vehicle Hour and the Fixed Annual Cost during the
option periods shall be limited so that the maximum percentage increase for each option period,
after adjustment for any changes in the level of vehicle revenue hours to be provided, shall not be
more than ninety percent (90%) of the annual increase in the Consumer Price Index (CPI)
published by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics U.S. West - Size Class B/C CPI for the most
recently concluded calendar year. The initial three (3) year and nine (9) month period shall be
referred to as the “Base Term”.
Hi. COMPENSATION

The City agrees to pay Contractor for performance of the services set forth in this
Agreement as follows:

A. Payment of a fixed cost per year of $ 154,063.49 __ plus a fixed hourly rate per

Revenue Service Vehicle Hour (RSVH) of $41.20 plus actual cost of vehicle

fuel (copy of gas receipts required) in the first nine months of service.

B. Payment of a fixed cost per year of $ 211,531.37 plus a fixed hourly rate per

Revenue Service Vehicle Hour (RSVH) of $42.78 plus actual cost of vehicle
fuel (copy of gas receipts required) in the first full year of service.

C. Payment of a fixed cost per year of $ 218,934.96 plus a fixed hourly rate per

Revenue Service Vehicle Hour (RSVH) of $44.41 plus actual cost of vehicle

fuel (copy of gas receipts required) in the second year of service.

D. Payment of a fixed cost per year of $226,597.68  plus a fixed hourly rate per

Revenue Service Vehicle Hour (RSVH) of $ 46.10 plus actual cost of vehicle
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fuel (copy of gas receipts required) in the third year of service.

Revenue Service Vehicle Hours are calculated by the operation of the vehicle
from the first passenger pick up or drop off point to the last, as designated by the City.
Deadheading and storage do not constitute revenue service.

The fixed cost per year and hourly rate shall be as presented and submitted as part of the
Contractor’s Bid Proposal in response to the City’s Request for Proposals.

The fixed cost per year and hourly rate during the two (2) additional two-year option
periods, if exercised by the City at its sole discretion, shall be limited so that the maximum
percentage increase for each option period, after adjustment for any changes in the level of
vehicle revenue hours to be provided, shall be not more than ninety percent (90%) of the annual
increase in the Consumer Price Index (CPI) published by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics
U.S. West - Size Class B/C CPI for the most recently concluded calendar year.

IV. PAYMENT

During the term of this Agreement, the City shall make monthly payments to Contractor
in accordance with invoices submitted that reflect the actual Revenue Service Vehicle Hours
performed during each month plus one-twelfth (1/12) of the yearly fixed cost plus actual cost of
vehicle fuel. Supporting documentation of RSVH claimed must be included with the invoice.
Payment shall be made within thirty (30) days of receipt of approved invoice.

V. INSURANCE

Without limiting Contractor’s liability pursuant to Section VI, “INDEMNIFICATION?,
hereunder, Contractor shall maintain with an insurer or insurers, licensed to do business in
California with a Best rating of A- or better, policies of insurance which will protect Contractor

and City from claims which may arise from the acts or omissions of Contractor and its





employees and agents.

During the performance hereunder and throughout the term of this Agreement, Contractor
shall maintain the insurance specified below.

All insurance shall be occurrence based. “Occurrence” means any event or related
exposure to conditions which result in bodily injury, including death, or property damage.

A. CONTRACTOR COVERAGES

I. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance, providing bodily injury,
including death, personal injury, and property damage with at least the following limit of
liability: Combined single limits of Five Million Dollars ($5,000,000) per occurrence.

2. Automobile Liability Insurance providing bodily injury, including death,
and property damage coverage to include owned, hired, and non-owned vehicles, with at
least the following limit of liability: Combined single limits of Five Million Dollars
($5,000,000) per occurrence.

3. Workers” Compensation Insurance with the limits established and required
by the State of California.

B. CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS

Prior to commencement of this Agreement, Contractor shall furnish to City a broker-
issued Certificate of Insurance showing that the required insurance coverages for Contractor are
in place and that:

1. The City, its officers, officials, employees, agents, and volunteers
are designated as additional insured on the Comprehensive General Liability and
Automobile Liability Insurance with respect to liability arising out of activities performed
by or on behalf of Contractor; products and completed operations of Contractor; premises
owned, occupied, or used by Contractor; or automobiles owned, leased, hired, or
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borrowed by Contractor. The coverage shall contain no special limitations on the scope
of protection afforded to the City, its officers, officials, employees, agents, and
volunteers.

2. For any claims related to this project, the Contractor’s insurance coverage
shall be primary insurance as respects the City, its officers, officials, employees,
agents, or volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the City, its
officers, officials, employees, agents, or volunteers shall be excess of Contractor’s
insurance and shall not contribute with it.

3. Any failure to comply with reporting or other provisions of the policies,
including breaches of warranties, shall not affect coverage provided to the City,
its officers, officials, employees, agents, or volunteers.

4. The Contractor’s insurance shall apply separately to each insured against
whom claim is made or suit is brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer’s
liability.

5. Each insurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to state
that coverage shall not be suspended, voided, or canceled by either Party, reduced
in coverage or in limits except after thirty (30) days prior written notice by certified
mail, return receipt requested, has been given to the City and Contractor.

Within thirty (30) days from the effective date of this Agreement, Contractor shall furnish

to City a copy of the actual policy endorsement(s) naming City, its officers, officials, employees,

agents and volunteers as insured as specified in subparagraph 1 of this Section in form and

substance satisfactory to City in its sole and absolute discretion. Each endorsement shall state

the insurance policy number, the policy term, and the insurance coverage for which City is

insured.

VI. INDEMNIFICATION
Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless City, its officers, officials, employees, and
agents from and against all claims, damages, losses, and expenses including attorneys’ fees
arising out of the performance of the work described herein, caused in whole or in part by any
negligent act or omission of the Contractor, any subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly
employed by any of them or anyone for whose ‘acts any one of them may be liable, except to the
extent that such claim, damage, loss, or expense, including attorneys’ fees, arises from or is
caused by the sole negligence or willful misconduct of City, its officers, officials, employees, or
agents as determined by a court of law.
VII. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT
This Agreement shall be terminated prior to the expiration of the term or terms hereof,
only in accordance with the following:
A. By City:
I. If Contractor fails to maintain insurance as required pursuant to this
Agreement.
2. If Contractor fails, for any reasons, to perform the services required
pursuant to this Agreement in a reasonably satisfactory manner as determined by
the City Council of the City, including:
(@) Four or more consecutive months of liquidated damage
assessments for missed service hours; and/or
(b) Four or more consecutive months of liquidated damage

assessments for on-time performance.
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3. If Contractor fails or refuses to comply with any reasonable instruction of
City or with applicable laws.
4, If Contractor fails to notify City within twenty-four (24) hours after
receiving an “unsatisfactory” rating from the California Highway Patrol Motor
Carrier Safety Inspectors.
5. If Contractor fails within thirty (30) days of receipt of an “unsatisfactory”
rating from the California Highway Patrol to make necessary operational changes
to obtain a “satisfactory” rating and to schedule a repeat inspection with the
California Highway Patrol.
6. For convenience at the absolute discretion of the City, with no less than
sixty (60) days written notice to Contractor by certified mail, return receipt
requested.
B. Lack of Funds:
The operation of this transit service is financed with funds available to City under
federal and state transit programs. In the event these funds become inadequate or
unavailable to City, then City, at its sole discretion, may terminate this Agreement
at any time. Such termination shall be effective on thirty (30) days written notice
and the payment of all consideration earned to date by Contractor.
Upon termination, City shall pay Contractor its allowable costs incurred to date of
termination and those costs deemed necessary by City to effect termination. Acceptance of such
final payment by Contractor shall constitute a complete accord and satisfaction as between

Contractor and City.

VII. EXTENSION OPTION

The City may, at its sole discretion and option, extend the Agreement for two (2)
additional two-year terms (referred to hereinafter as the “Option Periods™). City will exercise its
option to renew by notifying Contractor of its decision in writing at least one hundred eighty
(180) days prior to the end of the Base Term or first Option Period, as applicable. During the
Option Periods, all provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect except the
Fixed Cost Per Year and the hourly rate for Revenue Service Vehicle Hour, which may be
modified as set forth below.

Within four (4) months after the beginning of the third (3'Y) year of the Base Term or four
(4) months after the beginning of the second (2") year of the first Option Period, as applicable,
Contractor will submit in writing to City a proposed price for the Fixed Cost Per Year and the
hourly rate for Revenue Service Vehicle Hour to govern each year of the applicable Option
Period (first Option Period or second Option Period). Such proposed prices shall be limited so
that the maximum percentage increase for each option period, after adjustment for any changes
in the level of vehicle revenue hours to be provided, shall not be more than ninety percent (90%)
of the annual increase in the Consumer Price Index (CPI) published by the U.S. Bureau of Labor
Statistics U.S. West - Size Class B/C CPI for the most recently concluded calendar year. It is
further understood and agreed that the City is under no obligation whatsoever to exercise the
above-described option and that the City has made no representation committing it to exercise
said extensions.
IX. ADDITIONS OR REDUCTIONS IN SERVICE

It is expected that Needles Area Transit services will be periodically adjusted, as

determined by City in its sole discretion, and in consultation with Contractor. Modifications may





include, but are not limited to, adding or deleting bus stops, extending, deleting or adding routes,
or parts of routes, and expanding or decreasing service hours by up to 20% in either direction.
Any such modifications in the number of service hours within the 20% levels established shall
not require a modification of the Revenue Service Vehicle Hour rate previously provided for in
this Agreement. Any such increase or decrease shall be considered from a base figure of 3,424
annual revenue service vehicle hours and shall be provided for in writing.

Any other change by the City that results in a modification to the number of service hours
outside of the prescribed 20% levels shall result in a negotiated rate between City and
Contractor. Contractor shall supply City with documentation of changes in costs resulting from
the modification in the number of service hours and City shall, in its sole discretion, determine
the allowable rates to be paid for revenue service hours above the levels set forth, after input
from Contractor on proposed increased service rates. Contractor shall be compensated for these
modifications under the same terms and it shall be mutually determined by City and Contractor
how many service hours (or fractions thereof) are involved in such adjustments.

City will notify Contractor a minimum of thirty (30) days in advance of any major
service changes. It would be expected that agreement to make minor service changes in a shorter
timeframe would be possible through cooperative efforts of City and Contractor.

X. WAIVER OF CONDITIONS

The waiver of any provision, term, or condition in these Agreement documents by either
Party on any particular occasion shall not constitute a general waiver of said provision, term, or
condition, nor release the other Party from its obligation to otherwise perform or observe such

provision, term, or condition of the Agreement.
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XI. GOVERNING LAW
This Agreement shall be carried out in accordance with all applicable federal, California
state, and local laws, codes and regulations, exclusive of California choice of law rules requiring

the application of another state’s laws.

XII. COMPLIANCE WITH LABOR LAWS, AFFIRMATIVE ACTION, EQUAL
EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY REGULATIONS, AND FTA DRUG AND
ALCOHOL REGULATIONS
Contractor shall comply with all local, state and federal laws regarding labor, contracting

with public agencies, affirmative action, the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA),

Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE), Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) Practice

Provisions, and FTA Drug and Alcohol Regulations.

49 CFR Part 40 Section 40.11(b) states: “You (Contractor) are responsible for all actions

of your officials, representatives, and agents (including service agents) in carrying out the

requirements of the DOT agency regulations.” 49 CFR Part 655 and Part 40 as amended.

Section 655.81 states: “A grantee (City) shall ensure that the recipients of funds under 49 U.S.C.

5307, 5309, 5311, or 23 U.S.C. 103(e)(4) comply with this part [49 CFR Part 655].”
Contractor’s failure to comply with the FTA drug and alcohol regulations as required

herein shall entitle the City to impose such sanctions as it may determine to be appropriate,

including, but not limited to, cancellation, termination, or suspension of this Agreement.

XIII. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
Under the terms of this Agreement, Contractor is an independent contractor and has and

retains full control and supervision of the services performed by and full control over the

employment and direct compensation and discharge of all persons, other than City employees,

assisting in the performance of its services hereunder. Contractor agrees to be solely responsible
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for all matters relating to payment of employees, including compliance with social security, all
payroll taxes and withholdings, unemployment compensation, and all other laws and regulations
governing such matters. Neither Contractor nor any of its employees shall be held or deemed in
any way to be an agent, employee, or official of City. The personnel records of Contractor shall
not be held or deemed in any way to be the records of City or to become the records of City
during any City examination of the records. To the extent City has a right under this Agreement
to request copies of Contractor personnel documents, City shall hold such documents or
information contained in the documents in trust and confidence for Contractor, review the
documents without copying the same either at Contractor’s office or at City’s office, and, if
reviewed at City’s offices, City shall return the documents promptly after such review.
Contractor agrees to be responsible for its own acts and those of its subordinates, employees, and
any and all subcontractors during the life of this Agreement.
XIV. ASSIGNMENT

This Agreement is made in reliance by City upon the qualifications and responsibility of
Contractor. Therefore, the performance by Contractor of this Agreement may not be assigned,
transferred, or subcontracted to any third party, except upon the prior written consent of City
which consent may be given, withheld or conditioned in the sole and absolute discretion of the
City.
XV. BASE STATION/TERMINAL SHALL BE LOCATED IN CALIFORNIA

Contractor shall be subject to annual California Highway Patrol (CHP) Motor Carrier
Safety Inspections for both its terminal and the vehicles used in the service operation. As such,
Contractor shall be required to maintain its base station/terminal facilities, including dispatch,

maintenance and storage of vehicles, in California, within the city limits of Needles.
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XVIL. CITY BUSINESS LICENSE

Prior to commencement of the services to be provided hereunder, Contractor shall apply
to City for a City business license, pay the applicable fee, and maintain said business license
during the entire term of this Agreement.

XVIL ATTORNEY FEES

In the event either Party should breach the terms or conditions of this Agreement, and it
should be necessary for either Party to commence litigation to enforce the provisions of this
Agreement, the prevailing Party shall be entitled to receive its reasonable attorneys’ fees and
costs as determined by a court of competent jurisdiction located within the Needles District, San
Bernardino County, State of California.

XVIIL DBE CONTRACT ASSURANCE

The following DBE Contract Assurance language shall supersede Section 17,
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Contract Assurance (Pages RFP-20 & RFP-21),
excluding the paragraph titled Prompt Payment and Return of Retainage, in the REISSUED
Request for Proposals to Enter into Contract Services to Provide Operations of a Local Route
Deviation Transit Services dated May 8, 2019. Awarding Agency as referenced below shall be
defined as the City of Needles:

The CONTRACTOR, or SUBCONTRACTOR shall not discriminate on the basis of race,
color, national origin, or sex in the performance of this contract. The CONTRACTOR or
SUBCONTRACTOR shall carry out applicable requirement of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and
administration of [Federal] DOT-assisted contracts. Failure by the CONTRACTOR or
SUBCONTRACTOR to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this contract, which
may result in the termination of the Standard Agreement between the STATE and the Awarding
Agency, the termination of this contract by the Awarding Agency, or such other remedy the
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STATE or Awarding Agency deems appropriate, which may include, but is not limited

to:

Withholding monthly progress payments;
Assessing sanctions;
Liquidated damages; and/or

Disqualitying the CONTRACTOR from future bidding as non-responsive.

Awarding Agency shall notify the CALTRANS DBELQ in the event the Awarding

Agency finds the CONTRACTOR or SUBCONTRACTOR is in violation of 49 CFR Part 26

within five (5) business days the finding is made.

DBE Participation Goal

This contract is subject to the requirements of Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part

26, Participation by Disadvantaged Business Enterprises in Department of Transportation

Financial Assistance Programs. The contract goal for participation of Disadvantaged Business

Enterprises (DBE) for this contract is 1%.

Offerors are required to document sufficient DBE participation to meet the contract goals

or, alternatively, document adequate good faith efforts to do so, as provided for in 49 CFR 26.53

(3)(1)(A). Award of this contract is conditioned on submission of the following:

If the offer meets the DBE contract goal the offeror must include with the offer a
completed ADM-0227F form.

If the offer cannot meet the DBE contract goal the offeror must include with the
offer a completed ADM-0312F form that documents the offeror’s good faith
efforts (GFE) and ADM-0227F form. The Awarding Agency must document
concurrence with the offeror’s GFE and provide a copy of the GFE to Caltrans
DRMT Compliance Liaison for additional concurrence prior to contract award.
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The CONTRACTOR shall not terminate the DBE subcontractors listed on ADM-0227F
without the Awarding Agency’s prior written consent and concurrence from the CALTRANS
DBELO. The Awarding Agency may provide such written consent only if the CONTRACTOR
has good cause to terminate the DBE firm. Before transmitting a request to terminate, the
CONTRACTOR shall give notice in writing to the DBE SUBCONTRACTOR of its intent to
terminate and the reason for the request. The CONTRACTOR shall give the DBE five (5) days
to respond to the notice and advise of the reasons why it objects to the proposed termination.
When a DBE subcontractor is terminated or fails to complete its work on the contract for any
reason, the CONTRACTOR shall make good faith efforts (GFE) to find another DBE
subcontractor to substitute for the original DBE and immediately notify the Awarding Agency in
writing of its efforts to replace the original DBE. These good faith efforts shall be directed at
finding another DBE to perform at least the same amount of work under the Contract as the DBE
that was terminated, to the extent needed to meet the Contract goal established for this
procurement.

Continued Compliance

The Awarding Agency shall monitor the CONTRACTOR’S DBE compliance during the
life of this contract and submit to the STATE a completed ADM-3069 form in each their request
for reimbursement (RFR) packet.

XIX. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

Agreement documents consist of: (i) this Agreement, including Exhibit A (“Scope of
Services and Technical Specifications™); (ii) all documents submitted by Contractor with the Bid
in Contractor’s Proposal (the “Proposal”); and (iii) the Request for Proposals (the “RFP”),

including any Addendum to the RFP.





The Order of Pfecedence of documents shall be: First — this Agreement; Second — Exhibit
A to this Agreement, the Scope of Services and Technical Specifications; Third — the Proposal;
and Fourth — the RFP, with any Addendum. Written modifications and amendments signed by
both Parties will take precedence over documents listed above. Whenever any conflict appears
in any portions of the Agreement, it shall be resolved by application of the Order of Precedence.
All Agreement documents are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof. Any
additional terms in the Contractor’s Bid Proposal that are not in this Agreement, Request for
Proposals and the Scope of Services and Technical Specifications for Needles Transit System
other than as specifically authorized herein shall be of no force or effect.

This Agreement supersedes any and all other agreements, either oral or in writing,
between the Parties hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof, and no other agreement,
statement, or promise relating to the subject matter of this Agreement not contained herein shall
be valid or binding.

In the event any provision specified herein is held or determined by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be illegal, void, or in contravention of any applicable law, the remainder of the
Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. This Agreement is not intended to, and does not,
confer any right or benefit upon any third or other party other than Contractor and City. No
other party other than Contractor and City, or their authorized successors or assigns, shall have
any right or standing to enforce, or to pursue legal action to enforce, this Agreement.

XX. NOTICES

Any and all notices, writings, correspondence, efc. as required by this Agreement shall be

SCOPE OF SERVICES AND TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS
FOR AGREEMENT TO PROVIDE OPERATIONS OF TRANSIT SERVICE

1. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICE

The City of Needles has been providing a local route deviation transit service for the
general public that provides service along a pre-established pattern with the ability to pick up or
drop off passengers at specific locations upon request.

This service is operated weekdays (Monday — Friday) from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. and on
Saturday from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. with six specified holidays in which service is not
provided (New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 4" of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and
Christmas Day). One twenty-one passenger bus equipped with an automatic wheelchair lift
capable of carrying two wheelchairs and eighteen ambulatory passengers is utilized during the
daily route service, with a minimum of one similar vehicle available as back up. The City owns
and provides the vehicles used in the service.

The routing pattern consists of two routes within the City, with both routes originating in
the downtown area (Broadway and ‘G’ Street). The two routes combined are approximately
fifteen (15) miles in length. Both routes are covered within a one-hour frequency, with
deviations from the route for customized pick-ups and drop-offs being provided on a space and
time available basis. The deviations must be scheduled on the day of requested service by
calling a dispatcher and requesting the deviation service.

Currently, the fare structure is one dollar thirty five cents ($1.35) for the base one-way
fare (“per boarding”), with an additional sixty five cent (65¢) charge for the deviation service (or
$2.00 for deviation service); and one dollar twenty five cents ($1.25) for the base one-way fare
(“per boarding™) for seniors (60+) and persons with disabilities (requires city-issued photo ID),
with an additional sixty five cent (65¢) charge for the deviation service (or $1.90 for deviation
service). Up to two children age five or younger may ride free with a fare-paying adult. It is
estimated that the service will operate 3,424 Revenue Service Vehicle Hours per year. Average
ridership over the past five fiscal years (2014-2018) has been 27,500 per fiscal year.

2, CITY RESPONSIBILITIES
The City shall be responsible for the following:

(a) Establishing service policy

(b) Providing the vehicles

(c) Providing bus stop signs at designated bus stops

(d) Developing the formats of reports required from the Contractor

(e) Marketing the service as deemed necessary and appropriate by the City
© Monitoring and evaluating the service
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3. CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES
The Contractor shall be responsible for the following:

(a) Daily operation of the service

(b) Hiring, training and scheduling drivers

(c) Maintaining the vehicles

(d) Providing fuel, oil, lubricant, tires, etc. for complete proper safety and
maintenance of the vehicles

(e) Completing and submitting all reports

() Collecting fares and depositing revenues with City

g) Providing two-way mobile radio communication with buses to/from Contractor’s
base station/terminal

(h) Providing telephone service to receive deviation requests

4. PERFORMANCE MONITORING

The City reserves the right to monitor service performance through direct observation,
evaluating reports, collecting rider surveys, and any other method deemed necessary and
appropriate by City. The City will periodically make unannounced check rides using City
supervisors, employees, consultants, contract personnel, or volunteers. Check rides may be for
the purpose of evaluating Contractor’s drivers, performance data, schedule conformance,
collecting ridership data, equipment inspection, or for other such reasons as City may determine.

s. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The Contractor shall provide timely and reliable transit service which includes
maintaining high trip completion levels and operating within the specific arrival and departure
times. To encourage this, the Liquidated Damage clauses described below may, at the City’s
sole discretion, be implemented at any time during the term of this Agreement if service
conditions warrant.

(a) Late Start Up — In the event the Contractor fails to commence transit
operations on the date stated in Section II (Term of Agreement) of the basic Agreement,
the Contractor shall pay to the City as liquidated damages Two Hundred Fifty Dollars
($250) for each service day delay. An adjustment to the starting date will be made for
any delays that are clearly caused by the City or by any force majeure or other acts
beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor.

(b) Missed Revenue Service Hours in excess of four-tenths of one percent
(.4%) of scheduled revenue hours per month shall result in the Contractor paying to the
City liquidated damages of Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250) for each instance of
service missed in excess of thirty (30) minutes. A maximum of $1,000 may be deducted
monthly.

(©) On-Time Performance below ninety percent (90%) of sampled runs per
month shall result in the Contractor paying to the City liquidated damages of Two
Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250) for that month. On-time is defined as not early and within
five (5) minutes after the scheduled time, and on-time performance of ninety percent
(90%) 1s the minimum level of acceptability.
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(d) Customer Complaints, verified to have a basis in fact, received at a rate of
eight (8) or more per 1,000 passenger trips for the calendar month shall result in the
Contractor paying to the City liquidated damages of Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250)
for that month.

(e) Defective Equipment — a vehicle operated for scheduled revenue service
hours with a defective wheelchair lift, cracked windshield, inoperative safety devices,
inoperative or malfunctioning heater/air conditioner, or other significant defects as
determined by the City shall be considered as having not operated, and the Contractor
shall not be paid the Revenue Vehicle Service Hours rate for that time the defective
vehicle was operated.

® Uncleaned Vehicle — A vehicle operated for scheduled revenue service
hours that is not cleaned prior to the commencement of the service day, as defined in the
Maintenance Section, shall result in the Contractor paying to the City liquidated damages
of One Hundred Dollars ($100) per occurrence.

(g) Inoperable Vehicles — In the event the vehicle(s) are removed from service
by the California Highway Patrol, California Public Utilities Commission, or other
authorized agency due to the Contractor’s acts or failures to act, the Contractor shall pay
to the City liquidated damages of Five Hundred Dollars ($500) per day for each service
day canceled.

(h) Monthly Reports not submitted by Contractor to the City by the tenth of
the following month shall result in the Contractor paying to the City liquidated damages
of One Hundred Dollars ($100) per occurrence.

(1) The Parties hereto acknowledge and agree that the actual damages which
would be suffered by the City in the event the Contractor acts or fails to act in the manner
set forth in sections (a) through (h) above would be substantial but the amount of such
damages would be difficult to ascertain due to the nature of this Agreement and the
nature of such damages. Accordingly, the Parties, pursuant to applicable law, have
determined to establish the provisions of this Section as and for the City’s damages for
such acts or failures to act, and not as a penalty, and further agree that such damages are
reasonable. Each of the Parties hereto specifically acknowledges agreement to the
reasonableness thereof under the circumstances. City shall be entitled to take such other
legal remedies as may be appropriate for such acts or failures to act, including but not
limited to termination of this Agreement.

PERSONNEL

All Contractor personnel shall be employees of the Contractor, and Contractor shall be

solely responsible for payment of all employee wages and benefits. Contractor, without cost to
City, shall faithfully comply with the requirements of all applicable state laws and enactments
with respect to employees’ liability, workers’ compensation, unemployment insurance and other
forms of social security, and with respect to withholding of income taxes at its source from
wages of employees. Furthermore, Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless City from any
liability, damages, claims, costs, and expenses of whatever nature arising from alleged violation
of such labor laws and enactments or from any claims or subrogation for such laws, enactments,
or otherwise.
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7. DRIVERS

All drivers shall be employees of the Contractor. Drivers shall be courteous and helpful
to passengers, and shall be scheduled by the Contractor in a manner that insures a consistently
high quality service. Additionally, drivers shall meet the following requirements and observe the
following rules while on duty:
(a) Be at least twenty-one (21) years of age
(b) Possess a valid Commercial Driver’s License, Class B, with Passenger
Endorsement

(©) Have no more than three (3) moving violations or accidents within the preceding
three-year period, have no convictions for driving under the influence, and have
no failures to appear

(d) Carry an accurate timepiece reset to exact time at least weekly

(e) Speak, understand, and read the English language

) Wear a clean uniform with a photo identification badge visible to passengers

(&) Not eat, drink, or smoke aboard the vehicle at any time

(h) Avoid the use of boisterous or profane language or incivility to any person

1 Be sensitive to passenger needs

M Be able to handle passenger comments, questions, complaints, and problems in a

professional and courteous manner

k) Not be under the influence of any narcotic, drug, intoxicant, or other restricted

substance

D Keep the vehicle clean and sanitary during service

(m)  Immediately report any vehicle problems or defects to his/her supervisor

(n) Use vehicles only in accordance with assigned duties

(0) Operate vehicle in a safe and efficient manner

(p) Not play music during service

()] Not allow anyone to solicit on the vehicle

. () Not allow any uncaged or unconfined animal, except service animals, on board
the vehicle

(s) Refrain from speaking to any unauthorized individual regarding any accident

(t) Not accept any gratuities of any kind

(u) Keep accurate records of arrival and departure times, passengers embarking and

disembarking, wheelchair bound passengers, and other pertinent data as required
by City.

(v) Be able to effectively communicate over two-way radio systems

(w)  Courteously assist passengers who are disabled or require special needs

8. PROJECT MANAGER

The Contractor shall designate a Project Manager, who shall be an employee of
Contractor and oversee the operation of the transit service. The Project Manager shall be
responsible for both the operational and financial duties of the Contractor in the performance of
this Agreement. The Project Manager shall promptly report to City any operations problems,
accidents, passenger complaints, and results of California Highway Patrol or California Public
Utility Commission inspections. The Project Manager shall be named by the Contractor and
provide the City with a telephone number at which the Project Manager can be immediately
contacted during service hours.
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9. TRAINING

The Contractor shall be responsible for the training of all its personnel regarding the
performance of this Agreement.

In addition to ensuring that all drivers are properly State licensed, the Contractor shall
include the following training for its drivers:

(a) Eight (8) hours of behind-the-wheel instruction in the service vehicles, including
emergency and evacuation procedures.

(b) Four (4) hours of defensive driving training in accordance with a recognized
training course such as that offered by the National Safety Council.

(c) Four (4) hours of sensitivity training, including assisting elderly, frail, vision-
impaired, developmentally disabled, wheelchair-bound, and special-needs
passengers. This aspect of training shall include operation of the wheelchair lift
and the securing of wheelchair-bound passengers.

(d) A retraining program which will be required of all drivers involved in a
preventable accident before being placed back on duty.

(e) An eight (8) hour advanced/refresher training program which shall be an annual
requirement for all drivers in service. This program will include an overview of
all elements contained in the training provided to new drivers.

63 A program to train employees to provide timely and reasonable language
assistance to limited English proficient (LEP) populations.

The Contractor must submit to the City evidence of and written certification of each
driver’s successful completion of all elements of the driver training program before the driver is
assigned to operate the service covered under this Agreement.

The Contractor shall participate in the Department of Motor Vehicles Pull Notice
Program and provide the City with the results of the notices on each driver used in the service.

The Contractor is encouraged to implement a driver incentive program to reward
excellence in driving and customer service.

The Contractor shall submit a copy of its driver training program to the City for review
and approval.

The City provides a dial-a-ride program for its senior and disabled residents. Due to the
program’s size and limited service, training opportunities for the drivers are very limited.
Contractor will offer its training programs outlined above to the dial-a-ride drivers to the greatest
extent possible and will provide City with prior notice when training sessions are scheduled.
Contractor will provide City with written certification of each driver’s successful completion of
the driver training program(s).
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10.  VEHICLES

The City will provide, at a minimum, two paratransit buses for use in the performance of
this Agreement. Each bus will seat eighteen front-facing ambulatory passengers and have two
forward-facing wheelchair positions. Each bus will be equipped with a side-entry wheelchair lift
that complies with the Americans with Disabilities Act, a front double-panel entry, a public
address system, a lockable farebox, a heating and air conditioning system, a first aid kit, fire
extinguishers, a triangle flare kit, power steering, power brakes, and a 7.3L gas-fueled engine.

11. MAINTENANCE

The Contractor shall at all times maintain all components of each vehicle, including
body, frame, furnishings, paint, markings, mechanical, electrical, hydraulic, communication,
safety, or other operating systems in proper working condition free from damage and
malfunction. The Contractor shall employ preventive maintenance practices, and shall at a
minimum, conform to the manufacturers’ required maintenance schedules.

The Contractor shall perform interior and exterior vehicle cleaning on a regular and as-
needed basis. The exterior of each operating vehicle shall be washed at least twice per week.
The interior of each operating vehicle shall be swept, the seats vacuumed (or wiped down if
vinyl), and interior windows cleaned prior to the commencement of each service day. The
interior floor shall be wet-mopped or shampooed at least once per week. The interior of each
vehicle shall be maintained free from roaches and other vermin at all times. Roach and vermin
control products hazardous to passenger health and well-being shall not be used. Vehicle
interiors shall be maintained free from engine exhaust fumes. Filters for the heating and air
conditioning units shall be replaced at least monthly.

The Contractor shall maintain a log book listing the maintenance and cleaning functions
performed, and such book shall be made available to City upon request. Contractor shall also
include a monthly summary of maintenance functions performed in the Monthly Reports.

There shall be an annual California Highway Patrol (CHP) Terminal Inspection
performed on the Contractor’s facility yard and City shall be provided with a copy of such CHP
Annual Inspection Report(s) within ten (10) days of Contractor’s receipt of such Report(s).

12. WHEELCHAIR LIFTS

The Contractor shall maintain all wheelchair lifts and securement devices in full
operating condition and ensure that wheelchair lifts are cycled twice daily: once prior to
beginning the service day; and once again at the end of the service day. During all preventive
maintenance inspections, the lift will be checked to ensure that it is capable of lifting six hundred
(600) pounds. Failure of the lift to perform to specifications will be cause to remove that vehicle
from service.

13. SUBCONTRACTING
The Contractor shall not subcontract any services provided under this Agreement without

express written consent of the City.
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14. FARE COLLECTION

The Contractor shall collect passenger fares on the buses. All fares shall be submitted to
the City on the next business day following collection with a Daily Summary Report and Written
Reconciliation (daily count vs. cash).

15. MARKETING AND CUSTOMER SERVICE

The Contractor’s role in marketing and customer service shall include providing
courteous drivers reasonably fluent in the English language and able to answer questions about
the service schedule and route, operating the service safety and on schedule, and stock,
distribute, and collect City marketing materials on the vehicle.

The City shall provide telephone information service, supply printed material, advertise
the service through a variety of media as deemed necessary and appropriate by the City, and be
responsible for liaison with all other transportation providers in the community. The City may
request that the Contractor post notices and schedules in the vehicles, and assist with the
distribution and collection of rider surveys.

16. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor will be required to submit reports to the City detailing the operations of
the transit service, the format and frequency of all such reports to be determined by the City.
The following are examples of some of the reports that may be required to be submitted:

(a) Daily Trip Reports shall list arrival and departure time and number of passenger
boardings at each stop, total passengers and revenue for the day, number of
wheelchair-bound, senior and disabled passengers, and the total of Revenue
Service Vehicle Hours.

(b) Weekly Summary Reports shall be summaries or compilations of the Daily Trip
Reports for that week, and include any unusual activities including vehicle
failures or schedule completion problems. Weekly Summary Reports, along with
the previous week’s revenue, shall be submitted to the City on Monday or the
City’s first business day of the week following service.

(©) Road Service Call Reports shall detail any road service calls and in-service
vehicle substitutions, and shall be attached to the Weekly Summary Report.

(d) Accident Report Forms shall describe the events, circumstances, and parties to an
accident, and shall be submitted to the City via fax within four (4) hours of the
accident. Contractor shall immediately notify City via telephone of any accident.
A finalized Accident Form will be mailed to City within three (3) days of an
accident.

(e) Passenger Comment/Complaint Forms shall be made available to customers to
comment on the service. Copies of such forms submitted to Contractor, as well as
the Contractor’s response, shall be provided to City with the Weekly Summary
Reports. The Contractor shall be responsible for informing the City of the results
of investigations resulting from comments or complaints received.

() Monthly Reports shall provide a summary of all operations, including daily
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ridership, revenues, Revenue Service Vehicle Hours, road service calls, accidents,
inspections, vehicle maintenance, suggestions on improving service, and any
other information that would assist City in providing a successful transit program
to the community. Monthly Reports shall be attached to the preceding month’s
invoice and submitted to the City by the tenth (10™) of the following month.

In addition to the above paper reporting requirements, the City has been mandated to
implement the TransTrack Internet-Based Reporting System and shall require the Contractor to
input trip report and other required information into that System on a daily basis. The City shall
have the option of eliminating the paper reporting at any time, at the City’s sole discretion, and
convert solely to the TransTrack Internet-Based Reporting System. In that event, Contractor
shall be required to maintain, at a minimum, the daily trip reports for review and audit by the
City.

In addition to the above reporting requirements, Contractor shall work with City to
develop policies and procedures for community observations by Contractor’s drivers which may
include, but are not limited to, reporting of suspicious activities, accidents, damaged or missing
bus stop or traffic signs, graffiti, etc.

17. RECORDS

The Contractor shall provide City access to its books, records, and facilities, at the City’s
request, to inspect, examine, or audit all work data, documents, and activities related to this
Agreement. The Contractor shall maintain such books, records, data, and documents in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles as required by the City’s uniform
system of accounts. All costs pertaining to this Agreement shall be carefully identified and kept
segregated by the Contractor. All such items shall be made readily accessible to the City during
the term of this Agreement, and for an additional period of four (4) years from the date of final
payment by City upon expiration or termination of Agreement.

The City, State, and State Auditor General shall have access to any books, records, and
documents of the Contractor that pertain to this Agreement for the purpose of audits,
examinations, excerpts, and transactions, and copies thereof shall be furnished if requested.

18.  SAFETY AND MAINTENANCE RECORDS
Upon request of City, Contractor shall provide complete records of the following:

(a) Contractor’s summary company safety records for the past three (3) years

(b) Driver training procedures

() Department of Motor Vehicle’s status reports on licenses of drivers and
supervisors, including reports of moving violations and accidents

(d) Vehicle maintenance records :

Failure of Contractor to provide the above records may be cause for the City to find the
Contractor in default of the Agreement.
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19. REVENUE HOURS

The term “revenue hours” shall be defined as Revenue Service Vehicle Hours (RSVH), in
which the vehicles are operated for actual passenger transportation and for which fares are
collected. This term does not include deadhead, storage, or inspection hours.

20. CHP/CPUC INSPECTIONS

The Contractor’s Project Manager shall promptly notify the City of the results of all
California Highway Patrol and (if relevant) California Public Utilities Commission primary and
follow-up inspections and regulatory actions. City shall be provided with a copy of all written
Inspection Report(s) within ten (10) days of Contractor’s receipt of such Report(s).

On December 14, 2018 the City received a “Notice of Non-
compliance” from the California Department of Housing and
Community Development Division (HCD). HCD is responsible for
administering State Housing Element Law including the review of
local General Plan Housing Elements for compliance. State law
requires that General Plan Housing Elements be updated every five
years, and the city has not completed an update since 2005, making
the City out of compliance and therefore, unable to process a grant-
funds request for monies available to assist with this endeavor. The
City recently completed the Housing Element update covering the
period October 15, 2013-October 15, 2021 that is undergoing review
and revisions with HCD. The City is now required to prepare a
second Housing Element for the period October 2015 to October
2021, referred to as a mid-year cycle period. Once this is
completed, the City will be compliant with the State and can apply for
grant funds to assist with updates for the other General Plan
elements that haven't been updated since 1986.

On August 21, 2019 the City of Needles sent out a Request for
Proposal (RFP) for the 51" Cycle Mid-Year Housing Element Update.
On September 4, 2019 one (1) bid was received from planning
consultants “Placeworks”, the agency that is also preparing the
Housing Element identified above.

The RFP bid amount is requested at $15,728.

The City will become compliant with the submittal and adoption of the
of both the 5t Cycle Housing Element and the 5" Cycle Mid-Year
Housing Element by HCD. State law requires this Housing Element
Update. The City will apply for $160,000 in additional SB 2 Planning
Grant Funds to update our General Plan once we are compliant.

Background: The City of Needles employee insurance coverage will expire at the
end of the calendar year. The Special Districts Association has
secured a renewal for the 2020 calendar year as follows;

e Of the two Blue Shield PPO (SDRMA) plans offered to
employees, the Gold PPO plan received a 3.3% increase and
the Silver PPO plan received a 3.3% increase. Renewal rates
include ACA taxes and fees.

e The Dental plan received a 0% increase,

e The Vision plan received a 0% increase, and

e The Life and Disability received 0% increase.

The City and the two bargaining units mutually agreed to share
equally (50%) in any increase to health (medical) insurance
premiums commencing on or after July 1, 2013. Both bargaining
units are requesting that the PPO Gold and PPO Silver be offered.

Fiscal Impact: The total yearly healthcare cost for 2020 will be $706,463. This is
up from total annual premiums of $686,147 for 2019 or an increase of
$20,315 or 2.96% increase. Increases to employees will range from
approximately $141 to $366 annually depending on coverage level
(employee, employee +1, or employee + family). The cost increase
was anticipated and fundable within the existing budget.
